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INTRODUCTION

It is my hope that a short introduction will be helpful to all of you who use this
index; at least it gives me a chance to apologize for any errors or oversights
resulting from my own lack of experience. I've never indexed anything before,
nor do I have much background in science or applied agricultural techniques.
As a novice, I had no idea what constant visions and revisions would appear at
each step. Like everything else, it's something one learns by doing, and only at
the end did T feel really competent to begin!

Categorizing material in a field as diverse as Bio-dynamics — a living
organism which dies a bit as soon as its separate parts get pinned to a sheet of
paper — is a difficult job. In any index, there’s bound to be a certain amount of
over-lapping, but with Bio-dynamics, the over-lapping is part of the subject!
This became especially clear as I considered such headings as Environment,
Beology, Conservation, Use and Abuse of Natural Resources, Eco-systems,
Bio-dynamic Methods and Surveys, and the wvaried alternatives to
contemporary agriculture. The more thoroughly a writer has absorbed
bio-dynamic principles, the harder the indexer’s task.

Hence the cross-references in the Subject Index. T have had to assume a basic
fund of knowledge and a general philosophic orientation on the part of those who
will use the index; on the other hand, I have tried to be as specific as possible,
hoping that both scientists and practieal farmers will know where to look for
certain material. Fertilizing, for example, is a broad field, including Plant
Nutrition, Compost, Cover Crops and Green Manuring, etc. Soil is another such
topic. Nitrogen, while an obvious part of both subjects, is given a separate
heading simply because so many articles were quite specifically limited to a
discussion of nitrogen and-or nifrate. In the same way, those who are interested
in herbs, vegetable gardening, tree care, nutrition, the B.D. Preparations, etc.
will find material cross-referenced in a manner that I hope will prove adequate.
The reader’s desire to locate a particular bit of information has been respected,
throughout — provided that he has a pretty good sense of what he’s looking for.

The heading Bio-Dynamics relates primarily to B.D. theory, history, and
current status; obviously it will over-lap with everything from Organism to
Economics. Bio-Dynamic Farming and Gardening includes articles on
individual experiences and homesteads, as well (many of which will also be
found listed under other headings, whenever specific subjects are handled in
detail).

The fine line between our modern awareness of ecological principles, and a
deeper understanding of the bio-dynamic approach, created a special problem
in the Index. As a result, the following subject headings developed: Agriculture,
Modern Trends, treats the history, growth, and practice of contemporary
agriculture, including both the agro-chemieal and the biological-organic
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methods as part of the same picture of conflict and change. Environment gives
an equally broad survey of man’s concern for the world around him; this ranges
from the bio-dynamic concepts of Organism and Cosmic-Dynamic Influences,
to the consideration of Pesticides, biological Pest Control, Land Use,
Radioactivity, Nitrate, etc. In general, the articles also listed under Organism
or Cosmic-Dynamie Influences will be centered upon a philosophically
integrated bio-dynamic approach, while articles included under Ecology are
geared to the broader public concerned with environmental issues. Soil
Conservation, although obviously linked to all the abeve topics, includes
material which focuses primarily upon use and misuse of the soil.

Notes, no matter how brief, are included under subject headings, if they
contain relevant information. Book reviews are listed under that heading,
alphabetized according to the author of the book, and with the reviewer’s name
in parenthesis. Book reviews which also contain information not available
elsewhere are listed under the appropriate headings.

This may give you an idea of some of the Subject Index difficulties which I
hope this infroduction will help to alleviate. By comparison, the Title Index is
pretty straight-forward. Every article, report or note that has ever appeared in
Bio-Dynamics, under a title, is listed there, with full references given.

The Author Index provides a complete list of everyone who has ever written
material for Bio-Dynamics (with the exception of Anonymous!), and gives each
author full credit for even the shortest, signed note. Signed book reviews are
appended at the end of each author’s listing, alphabetized according to the
author of the book being reviewed.

Please note: Since the issue which appeared originally as VII, 5, was changed
toread VIII, 1, in the 1955 Index, and has been so corrected in the few remaining
complete sets of Bio-Dynamics, 1 have followed this policy. But do remember
that VII, 5, and VIII, 1, are the same issue of the magazine.

Since we plan to publish supplements to this Index, any comments,
eriticisms, or suggestions for future indexing will be more than welcome.

As a personal foot-note, I would like to say that, in compiling the Index; I have
not only learned a lot; but I have gained a tremendous sense of the history of
Bio-Dynamics in this country as well as abroad, and a stronger feeling of
involvement with all those who have contributed to its growth. I am especially
grateful for the resulting over-view of the breadth and integrity of this
particular daughter of Anthroposophy, in her continuing relationship with the
parent impulse. Along with such unexpected bonuses there came, of course, an
equally unexpected humility in the face of the work that has already been done,
and the work that needs to be done. The Bio-dynamic Movement is a healthy
plant, but one which now, more than ever before, needs increasing fertilization
from every individual committed to her future development.

In conclusion, I wish to extend my thanks to Caryn Converse, who indexed the

last twenty issues of Bio-Dynamics and whose help was incaleulable in so many
ways; to Catherine Hull, who typed the original manuscript from a hodge-podge
of stapled notes and vague directions; and to Heinz Grotzke, whose orderly
work-room was in a state of clutter and chaos for much longer than, I'm sure,
he had ever anticipated.
